● Park in the Main Parking lot and walk in through the front door.  We will have a staff member to direct you to 
the classroom.   

● Limit of two coaches per team at the seeding meeting. 
● Coaches need to bring paper copies of weigh-in sheets (in case of a discrepancy in a FLO report), along with the 

summary page found in the MIAA Criteria 2 report. Coaches are asked that the summary page only contain the 
athletes that are entering the tournament, all other athletes should be deleted from the summary page.

● As per MIAA a maximum of three coaches per team will be allowed in for free and must check in with the team.  
       
8:00 AM   Weigh-Ins & Skin Checks.   

● Only the host coach and sectional representative will conduct weigh-ins (oversight by tournament director if 
present) 

● The head referee and the on-site trainer will conduct the skin check prior to the weigh in.  
●  Any wrestler with a visible type skin condition MUST have an official MIAA Physician’s release form signed and 

dated stating that the condition is non-communicable.  These forms can be found in the format.

PARKING PUBLIC AND BUSES 

● Please use the BUS LANE for bus drop offs only.  Buses may leave the facility and come back at the conclusion of 
the event OR they may park in the far parking lot behind the school. 

● Spectator parking will be available in the parking lots in front of the school, at the side and behind.  Please park 
in designated parking spots ONLY!!  Any car parked illegally will be towed at the owner’s expense.  

● All athletes, coaches, officials and spectators will enter through the main entrance.  The field house entrance will 
be to the right once you enter the lobby.   
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LOCKER ROOMS 
● Wrestlers will use the two locker rooms located below the gym.  They will be clearly marked when teams arrive.  
● Changing Rooms will be available for female wrestlers.  
● Gender neutral changing rooms and bathrooms will be available.   
● Please note the hallway where the locker rooms are located is for athletes, coaches and officials.  Spectators are 

not allowed.  
● There will be public restrooms for spectator use.   

 
TICKETING

● MUST BE PURCHASED ONLINE & IN ADVANCE via GOFAN - 
● MOBILE ENTRY ONLY – DO NOT PRINT TICKET 
● Tickets can be purchased online here: https://gofan.co/app/school/MIAA OR  through a QR at the venu 
● Official MIAA tournament passes are accepted and those in possession of them must sign in at the ticketing 

table.  
SEATING 
Spectators will be able to enter and sit in the stands within the gym.  Spectators are NOT ALLOWED on the main tourney 
floor.  This area will be clearly marked and roped off. 
 
FORMAT 

● Coaches and athletic directors should carefully read the wrestling format.   
● We will be using three mats throughout the course of the day.  
● Championship Matches (1st – 3rd – 5th place matches will all happen simultaneously for each weight class.  We 

will not move onto the next weight class until the 3 bouts from the prior weight class finish.  
 
CONCESSION STAND 
The concession stand will be open throughout the tournament located at the cafeteria level.   Tables will be  located in 
the cafeteria for spectators to eat.  Food cannot be consumed in the gym and must be consumed in the cafeteria. 
 
 
MEDICAL COVERAGE 

● Athletic Trainers will be on site from skin checks until the end of the tournament.   
● An AED will be the Athletic Training staff in the gym.
